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Comments

Course supervisor's comments

Kursen har haft 21 registrerade studenter varav majoriteten har deltagit aktivt. Fem studenter har besvarat kursvarderingsenkéaten. Kursens tva
larare har aven inhamtat aterkoppling angaende kursupplagg, larande och litteratur under kursens gang, samt mottagit positiv aterkoppling via
meddelanden fran studenter i Canvas. Kursvarderingen visar positiva siffror pa alla omraden (3.2-4.0) med undantag for arbetsméngden som éar
nagot lagre poéng (2.2), men det gar inte att utldsa av fritextsvaren hur detta ska tolkas. Studenterna rapporterar att de ar néjda med upplagget,
de aterkommande gruppdiskussionerna och litteraturen, men nagon skriver ocksa att seminarierna (3 timmar per tillfélle) var i langsta laget och
att kompensationsuppgifterna vid missat obligatoriskt seminarium var tidskradvande. Som kurslarare ar vi glada att se att studenterna har lagt ner
tid pa forberedelse infor traffarna, vilket stdmmer med lararnas upplevelse. Upplagget med flippat klassrum pa fem av sju tillféllen har fallit val ut
och studenterna har visat stort engagemang och god férberedelse for de empiriska uppgifterna. Att upplagget fallit ut val syns ocksa i den héga
narvaron pa seminarierna samt de mycket goda resultaten pa slutuppgiften. Var slutsats ar att vi fortsatter med obligatoriska seminarier (med
mojlighet att kompensera tva av fem obligatoriska tillfallen) da det 6kade engagemanget fran studenterna ocksa syns i kunskapsutvecklingen.
Nagon enstaka artikel kommer att bytas ut till nasta kursomgang, men i dvrigt ser vi ingen anledning att férdndra en val fungerande kursstruktur.
Att de allra flesta i gruppen lamnade in slutexaminationen och klarade kursen pa forsta forsoket tror vi beror pa kombinationen av en mycket
duktig och ambitids grupp studenter samt att kursupplagget med kontinuerlig empirisk analys i grupp bidragit till en kumulativ kunskapsutveckling
dar studenterna legat i fas med kursinnehall och litteratur under hela kursens gang.
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
